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Challenges for Poland 

To develop such strategy we needed: 

• to change the way of thinking (from barriers to potential and from 

competition between public institutions to cooperation in achieving 

common goals),  

• new coordination mechanism between different levels of 

management (new multilevel system of governance),    

• new system of programming focused on limited number of issues,    

• new institutional system allowing for efficient implementation  of 

the strategy, 

• A new system of programming and implementation of public 

policies.
